Imagining Response-able Futures. Thinking and feeling with Arts-Based Approaches

We are navigating an unprecedented time of uncertainty, not only regarding the pandemic,
but also numerous social, political and technological phenomena, e.g. the climate crisis, the
refugee crisis, the rise of populistic agendas and the threats of artificial intelligence. In this
session, we take a humanities and anthropological approach to the development of arts-
based methods and approaches to make an argument for the uses of fiction and arts in
imagining more equal and response-able futures. The session will begin with a brief
introduction to posthuman philosophies and affect studies, to then propose new modes of
engagements with arts and books with a special focus on picturebooks.
